Topic: The Starving Time
Essential Questions: (What question(s) will students grapple with as they learn through this lesson?) 
· What hardships did the Jamestown settlers face? 
· What changes took place that resulted in survival of the settlers? 
 Primary Content Objectives:
Students will know: (facts/information)
· The key terms (primary source, hardship, marshy, and starvation)
· Hardships faced by the settlers 
· The site they chose to live on was marshy and lacked safe drinking water.
· The settlers lacked some skills necessary to provide for themselves. 
· Many settlers died of starvation and disease. 
· Changes that resulted in survival 
· The arrival of supply ships
· The forced work program and strong leadership of Captain John Smith 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The emphasis on agriculture 
Students will understand: (big ideas)
· The English settlers found life in Jamestown harder than they had expected.
Students will be able to do: (skills and behaviors)
· Determine cause-and-effect relationships. 
· Draw conclusions and make generalizations. 
· Interpret ideas and events from different historical perspectives. 
Related state or national standards: (Examples include State Standards of Learning, Common Core State Standards, Next Generation Science Standards or National Curriculum Standards for Social Studies)

Assessment: (How (and when) will students be assessed? What evidence will you collect to determine whether students have met the lesson objectives? Will the assessment(s) be a pre-assessment (diagnostic), formative (ongoing feedback) or summative?)
· Pre-assessment: In the beginning of the lesson, students will fill out the “Know” and the “Wonder” columns in their KWL chart. Teacher will be circulating the room to check on their responses. Check K responses for accuracy and focus on what questions they came up with. This will allow teacher to understand how much they already know about the topic as well as what questions should be brought up in the future.
· Formative assessment: Throughout the lesson, the teacher will be assessing students informally through observations. Watch for participation during ongoing class discussions to see if they understand what hardships that the settlers faced and how serious they were. Provide them with specific feedback on their responses. After the activity, students will be asked to complete the Jamestown Word Web graphic organizer and the “L” column in their KWL chart. Teacher will use these formative assessments to assess their understanding on this topic. Again, check if their responses are correct.

Key Vocabulary and Definitions:
· Hardship: something that causes pain, suffering, or loss
· Marshy: wet and muddy
· Starvation: suffering or death caused by having nothing to eat or not enough to eat
Lesson Procedures: 
1. Introduction and goal orientation:
Hand out the KWL chart (Appendix A). Say, “Today, we’ll be discussing about the hardships that the settlers faced at Jamestown. In your KWL chart, I want you to write what you already know and what you wonder about this topic in first two columns.” Give about 5 minutes and circulate the room to check on their responses. [5 min]
Connecting to prior knowledge and experiences: (Questions or activities that help students make links) 
Draw a big KWL chart on the board. Then, have students share out what they already know and write them on the board. Then, ask for the questions they came up with and write them on the board. Say, “Great! Now, you will be participating in an activity that will help you understand the hardships of the voyage and settlement of Jamestown.” Hand out student name cards (Appendix B) to students and say, “These name cards contain the name and profession of a real person who took this journey and you will be that person. Did you know that 144 men and boys went to Virginia? These included gentlemen/soldiers, one blacksmith, one mason, two bricklayers, four carpenters, one tailor, one barber, two surgeons, four boys, mariners, and laborers. Most of them were taking the trip with hopes of making a profit.” [7 min]
2. Tasks and activities: (What challenging tasks and activities will students engage in as they construct knowledge, learn new skills or behaviors and develop understandings?)
Take the students outside and have them line up facing you. Ask, “I want you to sum up in one word what you think your characters were feeling or thinking at the moment they were boarding the three ships.” Then, have the captains of the three ships step forward. “Christopher Newport will captain the largest ship, the Susan Constant; because he is the most experienced mariner. Bartholomew Gosnold will command the Godspeed and John Tarcliffe will captain the smallest ship, the Discovery.” Hand them the placards for the ships. Have them hold the ship names so that they are facing out and have the gentlemen step away from the line and board the ships behind the captains. Then, have the others board the ships. Of 23 kids, 13 should be on the Susan Constant, 7 on the Godspeed, and 3 on the Discovery. 
Hand Captain Newport the envelope, which contains the list of names of the councilors (Appendix D) who will become the leaders of the colony upon arrival. Explain, “According to Virginia Company orders, you may not look at the list until they arrive in Virginia. Why do you think it was important that the list kept secret?” Some potential responses may be, “Because they would want to kill each other if they saw the list!” and “There would be war among themselves.”
“Now, we’ll set sail for Jamestown.” Walk back towards class and stop. Say, “He has been making a nuisance of himself and that he is being accused of mutiny.” Put the ropes on John Smith and arrest him. Travel on a bit, then stop and say, “There has been a death on board of one of the ships. Edward Brookes has died.” Have the student with this name card step away from the ships (stand next to the teacher). Continue sailing to the classroom. 
Upon arrival at the classroom, have Newport open the envelope and read the names of the council members (Appendix D). Before they enter the room, ask “Again, I want you to sum up in one word what your character might have thought or felt before disembarking.” After taking a few responses, have them enter the room first and sit in chairs that have been placed at the front of the class. The gentlemen should follow, then the rest will come and sit in the classroom. Read them George Percy’s observations upon arriving at their destination (Appendix C). Then, discuss what needed to be done upon arrival. Ask, “What do you think the settlers had to do upon arrival?” Some potential responses may be, “Building a fort so they have a place to live and sleep.” and “I think they had to think what they’ll eat to survive.” Also, talk about conditions and problems they encountered. “When the settlers arrived at Jamestown, did they adapt to the new environment easily?” Some potential responses may be, “No, I think it was hard for them because everything was so different…like the food and stuff.” and “No, they didn’t because they couldn’t speak the Indian language so they couldn’t communicate with the Indians.” Here, explain that there were a lot of hardships that the settlers faced. Say, “Thank you for the great responses! The settlers faced a variety of hardships such as hunger, disease, severe winter conditions, marshy lands, bad relationships with the Powhatans, and lack of good leadership. The conditions degraded very quickly. People began to die.” Warn them that some of their characters will die from the hardship encountered.
Display the Timeline of Deaths in Jamestown (Appendix E) on the overhead and say, “I have this timeline and will reveal the names of many who died in the first year at Jamestown.” Cover all but the first month, revealing only April, showing Edward Brookes’ death (his death already happened on the voyage). Say, “In June, Captain Newport took the Susan Constant and the Godspeed back to England. Captain Newport, please promise to return with more supplies.” The student with this name card should sit at the back of the room. From there, slowly reveal each person who dies. If a student has that name card, have them sit off to the side of the room in a designated “graveyard” area.
Once all of the names have been revealed (save Captain Newport’s return for the end), share with them George Percy’s observations (Appendix C). Discuss and talk about the 38 survivors that remained from the initial 104. Ask, “What new problems do you think these small numbers might bring? What is the outlook for their survival?” Take responses from students and reveal that Captain Newport arrives in January of 1607 with supplies and more men. [35-40 min]
3. Closure: (How will you wrap up the lesson and reinforce key ideas? Closure may include some form of assessment or exit slip)
Debrief the experience with the students and have them fill out the Jamestown Word Web graphic organizer (Appendix F) as well as the last column of the KWL chart (Appendix A). [10 min]
Differentiation: How will you modify the content (what is learned), the process (how the content is mastered) or product (how the learning is observed and evaluated) to support diverse learners? Describe additional supports that can be used for re-teaching if needed, and a challenging extension for students for demonstrate mastery quickly or show evidence of a lot of prior knowledge.
· Print out the hard copies of the quotes for the students who struggle with understanding the ancient language.
· Assign unmotivated students a bigger role to keep them engaged throughout the lesson.
·  Provide one-on-one assistance to those who seem to be struggling.

This River which wee have discovered is one of the famousest Rivers that ever was found
by any Christian, it ebbes and flowes a hundred and threescore miles where ships of great
burthen may harbour in safetie. Where-soever we landed upon this River wee saw the goodliest
Woods as Beech, Oke, Cedar, Cypresse, Wal-nuts, Sassafras and Vines in great abundance,
which hang in great clusters on many Trees, and other Trees unknowne, and all the grounds
bespred with many sweet and delicate flowres of divers colours and kindes. There are also many
fruites as Strawberries, Mulberries, Rasberries and Fruits unknowne, there are many branches of
this River, which runne flowing through the Woods with great plentie of fish of all kindes, as for
Sturgeon, all the World cannot be compared to it. In this Countrey I have seene many great and
large Medowes,

: Thgre were never Englishmen left in a forreigne Countrey in such miserie as wee were in
this new discovered Virginia. Wee watched every three nights lying on the bare cold ground
what weather soever came warded all the next day, which brought our men to bee most feeble
wretches, our food was but a small Can of Barleie sod in water to five men a day, our drinke cold
water taken out of the River, which was at a floud verie salt, at a low tide full of slime and filth,
which was the destruction of many of our men. Thus, we lived for the space of five moneths in
this miserable distresse, not having five able men to man our Bulwarkes upon any occasion. Ifit
had not pleased God to have put a terrour in the Savages hearts, we had all perished by those vild
and cruell Pagans, being in that weake estate as we were; our men night and day groaning in
every corner of the Fort most pittifull to heare, if there were any conscience in men, it would
make their harts to bleed to heare the pittiful murmurings & out-cries of our sick men without
reliefe every night and day for the space of sixe weekes, some departing out of the World, many
times three or foure in a night, in the morning their bodies trailed out of their Cabines like
Dogges to be buried: in this sort did I see the mortalitie of divers of our people.
